Maths

Tables: x7 ÷7 (Practise with skip counting in 7’s first; 7,14,21,28,35,42,49,56,63,70,77,84)

Busy at Maths: p 74, 75, 76

P74 Q3 example: What change will I get out of €5.00 if I spend €3.26. 

So  4c will bring me to €3.30. 70c will bring me to €4.00. 1 euro will bring me to  €5.00 

1 euro + 70c + 4c = €1.74

P76 Q1 example: The least number of coins to make €4.45.

You want to use the largest coins you can. So I can use a €2.00 coin. I can use another €2.00 coin. I cannot use another. Can I use a €1.00 coin? No. Can I use a 50c coin? No. I can use a 20c coin. I can use another 20c coin. I can finish with a 5c coin. 

So, €2.00 + €2.00 + 20c + 20c + 5c. That is 5 coins.
Suggestions for additional work during the day and possibly on Fridays.

1. Revise tables ( 2,3,4,5,6,8,9,10) x ÷ 

2. The quick look back pages in Busy at Maths p6, 25, 41, 62, 77, 91, 109

3. Regular time checks (practising analogue time and digital time). Maybe record the time you start your schoolwork and the time that you finish.
